Welcome and Introductions
Dr. Carole McKenzie welcomed members and transitioned to the approval of the minutes.
Review and Approval of the Oct. 12, 2009 Minutes
With the addition of one edit provided by Rosemary Klepper, a motion was made to accept the minutes as written. It was seconded, and the committee voted to accept the minutes from the previous meeting with the addition on page 3 under Accreditation-and-Regulatory Challenges, adding the requirement for Nursing (associate) that all full-time and adjunct nursing faculties must be masters-prepared.
Reports/Updates
JR Polzien updated members that a meeting with Sharon Tanner, president of NLNAC, had been set for Feb. 16, 2010 and will be hosted by CareerTech, to discuss national accreditation standards pertaining to faculty educational requirements. JR will send the staff at the Oklahoma Health Care Workforce Center more information about the meeting so that all articulation committee members interested can receive an invitation.  
Action Plan Discussion
· IONE-OHCWC Articulation Summit

Carole McKenzie summarized an e-mail survey she recently sent to nursing faculty to determine a proposed date for an articulation summit in 2010. She had 25 total responses representing a good mix of LPN, ADN and BSN programs. The first month of choice was April, followed by June. The first choice for the day of the week was Friday. Carole indicated that a meeting presenter/moderator would be the determining factor prior to setting a summit date. She mentioned that she was willing to contact Beverly Malone with NLN to get a list of proposed presenters/moderators. She added that Dr. Malone would be in Kansas City in April for a presentation and that she was willing to also explore Dr. Malone’s availability and interest in assisting with an articulation summit. The group discussed the need for an unbiased and trusted moderator to help guide participants through a working summit but agreed that having a motivational leader to kick things off would be worth exploring as well. Allied health will be included in this event. At the next meeting, discussion of a proposed draft agenda for the summit will be an agenda item. Since there was only one allied health care representative at today’s meeting, staff and committee members (including JR Polzien who volunteered) will work on recruitment of allied health reps to the committee prior to the next meeting). Carole McKenzie called to the group’s attention the Nursing Articulation Position Paper for Oklahoma, which was included in the meeting packets. She asked that this item for allied health be added as an agenda discussion item at the next meeting. 
· Survey

The survey for nursing was reviewed by committee members with a few edits recommended, primarily pertaining to LPN to ADN programs. The committee agreed that once staff had made recommended edits discussed for the nursing survey that Carole McKenzie and Rosemary Klepper could serve as the full committee proxy for acceptance of the instrument. Review and discussion of the allied health survey was tabled until more allied health representatives are added as committee members. However, as members accept the invitation to serve, the survey and prior meeting notes will be forwarded. Dr. McKenzie also requested that all new members including those attended today’s meeting, be sent the comprehensive articulation notebook prepared by Kammie Monarch as a resource to members. 

· Public Awareness Campaign
