	Sheryl McLain highlighted several items contained in the report and updated governing board members on recent activities.

	Proposed 2010 Budget

	Dr. Debbie Blanke directed members to the proposed budget included in the packets and previously e-mailed for review. She drew attention to line items for long-term assets, office supplies, etc., indicating that the unexpected office move in January 2009 created more expenditures than anticipated. The majority of the other items were under budget. A conservative approach was used to project expenses for 2010.
Income reflects a cumulative amount for net revenue from educational meetingsfrom 2007 to date, with a lesser amount of meeting revenues projected for 2010. A discussion of 2009 in-kind contributions indicated that the Oklahoma Hospital Association will fund only one FTE with benefits instead of two FTEs. Due to projected budget cuts from the legislature, it is not likely that the Department of Commerce, CareerTech, and the Department of Health will be contributing at the same level in 2010. The Department of Commerce is unsure how funding will work as it applies to the one FTE with benefits—a different fiscal agent may be needed.
Dr. Blanke projected that in-kind contributions from the Regents will remain steady and that the Center has enough funds to cover all 2010 projected expenses. 
  
	Board members discussed the possibility of scaling back expenses as needed in the third and fourth quarters, after the state new fiscal year begins July 1, 2010.
A motion was made to approve the budget as presented by Dr. Steve Eddy. Clare Delaney seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Berkenbile distributed copies of an e-mail communiqué he initiated with Craig Jones, OHA president, inquiring about the Association’s funding of FTEs. The OHA board plans to vote in January concerning the support of one full-time position beyond 2010.
